The Kent and Sharpshooters Yeomanry Association is descended from our distinguished forebears of the Kent Yeomanry from 1793 and Imperial Yeomanry (Sharpshooters) from 1899/1900. The Association reflects the ‘family’ nature of the Sharpshooters which has been going since the Boer War but was really established with the formation of the ‘Gin and Tears’ Club in 1942/43. The Association exists as a registered charity ‘to maintain the ‘esprit de corps’, comradeship and welfare of the Kent and Sharpshooters Yeomanry thereby helping to improve the efficiency of the army’. Membership

Membership is free and open to all serving and retired officers and soldiers who are or have served with either Squadron and includes their immediate family. In the case of serving Sharpshooters they are automatically members. However as a voluntary funded charity we do encourage all members to make a voluntary annual subscription of £20.00.
Why you should join your Association
The Association directly supports both serving squadrons, the RYRA and RSigs associations and, wider military charities. We exist to provide not only charitable support for both serving and past members but also to preserve the traditions of the Kent and Sharpshooters Yeomanry where we work in concert with the KSY Museum Trust. 
The Association provides Support to Operations by providing ‘goody boxes’ to Sharpshooters on deployment as well as supporting their families. It helps serving and retired members in cases of hardship and it organises the All Ranks Bir El Gubi dinner that takes place in November. We also support the serving squadrons with grants when they undertake Adventure Training or other events/training such as Battlefield Studies. 

In delivering benevolent support to serving and retired members we work with SSAFA, the Yeomanry Benevolent Fund, the Royal British Legion and other military and civilian charitable organisations. These large charities have significant expertise, funds and, properly trained case officers who provide advice on individual cases. 
Finally whether you are serving or retired becoming a member by completing the form means that we can send your Journal to you at your address therefore guaranteeing delivery – provided of course you keep us informed of address changes – whilst you are serving or decide to hang up your boots ! 
Subscription

To deliver all of the above is difficult and the Association has limited funds at its disposal which is why it works in partnership with the other charities. Whilst membership is free a voluntary annual donation of £20.00 (or whatever sum is affordable) is strongly encouraged. This sum is used in part to contribute to the cost of producing the annual Sharpshooter Journal with the balance used to provide welfare support to both serving and retired members of the Association. Retired members especially if resident overseas are requested to donate £20 per annum to help offset the cost of postage of the Journal. Generally all UK donations attract Gift Aid of 25% of the value of the donation whilst overseas donations do not.

Gift Aid

Gift Aid is a government scheme that adds 25% to any donations that the Association receives so if you donate £20 then that becomes £25. This is a major multiplier to the income that we receive and we do encourage everyone who joins to complete the form. To enable the Association to claim Gift Aid you will need to complete a form – only once and that will cover all donations that you make. The Gift Aid tax form is attached and can also be downloaded from the Association web site.
